The protein encoded by this intronless gene is a bZIP t
ranscription factor which can bind as a homodimer to ¢
ertain DNA regulatory regions. It can also form heterodi
mers with the related proteins CEBP-alpha, CEBP-delta,

and CEBP-gamma. The encoded protein is important in
the regulation of genes involved in immune and inflam
matory responses and has been shown to bind to the I
L-1 response element in the IL-6 gene, as well as to re
gulatory regions of several acute-phase and cytokine ge
nes. In addition, the encoded protein can bind the pro

moter and upstream element and stimulate the expressi
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on of the collagen type I gene.
