Its C-terminal reg
ion lacks any homology to the calmodulin-like domain of other ca
Ipains. The protein lacks critical active site residues and thus is su
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ggested to be proteolytically inactive. The protein may play a role
in tumor formation by inhibiting apoptosis and promoting angiog

enesis.
