This gene encodes one of the three prealbumins, which include alp
ha-1-antitrypsin, transthyretin and orosomucoid. The encoded prote
in, transthyretin, is a homo-tetrameric carrier protein, which transp
orts thyroid hormones in the plasma and cerebrospinal fluid. It is
also involved in the transport of retinol (vitamin A) in the plasma
by associating with retinol-binding protein. The protein may also b
e involved in other intracellular processes including proteolysis, ner
ve regeneration, autophagy and glucose homeostasis. Mutations in
this gene are associated with amyloid deposition, predominantly af
fecting peripheral nerves or the heart, while a small percentage of
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the gene mutations are non-amyloidogenic. The mutations are imp
licated in the etiology of several diseases, including amyloidotic po
lyneuropathy, euthyroid hyperthyroxinaemia, amyloidotic vitreous o
pacities, cardiomyopathy, oculoleptomeningeal amyloidosis, mening
ocerebrovascular amyloidosis and carpal tunnel syndrome.
